Part of Approaches to Clean Water Communication 
 
Partnerships can be just as critical in developing and distributing educational materials 
and otherwise communicating with the public as they are in other aspects of water 
quality protection and restoration endeavors. Who those partners are can vary, from the 
U.S. EPA and other federal agencies, to other state water quality programs and other 
state agencies, to universities and non-profit organizations.  
 
This document contains information about the communications purposes (bolded and 
underlined) for which CWA 303(d) programs and other water quality programs have 
partnered and with whom (bolded) they have partnered for those ends. The information 
here originates from responses to an Environmental Law Institute questionnaire on 
communication distributed in the fall of 2019. The examples are not intended to be 
comprehensive; rather, their collection is meant to facilitate the sharing of ideas among 
water quality programs, especially CWA 303(d) programs, and generate new ideas 
about how to seek effective partnerships for better communication.
