CRS Credits for Chesapeake Bay Act

Buffers & Wetlands in Virginia Fact Sheet
Background

Localities participating in the Community Rating System (CRS) Program can earn CRS credits for
preserving open space areas in high risk flood zones, also called Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHAs).

In Virginia, localities can earn credits for undeveloped land located within Chesapeake Bay Preservation
Act's Resource Protection Areas (RPAs). These areas include the 100-foot buffer, non-tidal wetlands,
tidal wetlands, & any other areas a locality identifies as critical to protect water quality.
